KATRINA INVESTIGATION TEAM
RELEASES FINAL REPORT
VOLUMES

The Interagency Performance Evaluation Task Force
(IPET) recently released final versions of five volumes
in its nine-volume report on how the hurricane
protection structures around New Orleans performed
during Hurricane Katrina. Three of the final four
volumes are expected to be released in the near future.
The volume focusing on risk and reliability will be the
last one to be released.

IPET was established by the chief of the U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers and includes more than 150
nationally recognized experts from over 50
organizations. Each volume underwent peer review by
the American Society of Civil Engineers (ASCE) and by
the National Academies-National Research Council
Committee on New Orleans Hurricane Protection
Projects.

NATIONAL LEGISLATION/NEWS

ASCE provided expert testimony to congress this week
regarding the use of innovative contracting methods in
transportation construction.

Maria Lehman, P.E., F.ASCE, testified Tuesday before
the House Transportation and Infrastructure
Subcommittee on Highways and Transit about her
experiences working for Chazen Companies, a private
consulting engineering firm, and as public works
director for Erie County, NY.

Lehman stressed the importance of maintaining
Qualifications Based Selection procedures when
securing engineering and architectural services for
publicly funded projects.

Representatives Nydia Velasquez (D-NY) and David
Reichert (R-WA) this week introduced legislation to
provide legal protections for engineers and others who
provide volunteer services following a declared
emergency or disaster.

The Good Protection for Construction, Architecture, and
Engineering Volunteers Act was introduced Thursday in
the House of Representatives. Similar legislation was
introduced in the 109th congress but was not passed.
More than 20 states have similar laws that protect
engineers providing pro bono services after a disaster,
but no federal protection is in place. Consequently, civil
engineers who volunteer their services are frequently
subject to significantly higher insurance rates in
jurisdictions where no Good Samaritan statute exists.
This puts a damper on their willingness to contribute
their time and expertise.

ASCE supports the legislation and will work with Reps.
Velasquez and Reichert towards passage and enactment.

Twice in the past week, Rep. Richard Westman, R-
Cambridge, sat before legislative colleagues explaining
why the Transportation Committee that he chairs
decided to recommend a new tax on gas guzzling
vehicles. Westman said that both times the firestorm
over proposed taxes has blinded most lawmakers and the
public to the real issue -- the pressing needs in the state's
transportation budget. Westman is making it his mission
to raise awareness about the state's transportation crisis.
He's quick to produce a spreadsheet that shows that the
state ought to spend $153 million more than the $400
million lawmakers and the governor are likely to agree
upon in the next few weeks. While the cost to catch up
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on road, bridge and culvert maintenance is staggering,
Westman said shrinking revenues compound the
problem. The state pays for transportation projects with
revenue from fuel taxes, the tax on the purchase of
vehicles, and motor vehicle fees. With fuel prices on the
rise, Vermonters are driving less and looking at more
fuel-efficient vehicles. As a result, transportation fund
revenues as of March were $3 million below the target
set for this year. Westman describes his committee as
frantic about the looming transportation crisis. After
twice watching their tax proposals get shot down, he
said, "We're running out of ideas."”
